Jessica O. Matthews is the Founder &
CEO of Uncharted Power, an award-
winning, sustainable infrastructure
company that transforms the ground
beneath us into an industrial Internet
of Things (1oT) platform for streamlining
the integration, deployment, and
management of critical infrastructure
like power lines, broadband, sidewalks,
and water pipes.

Matthews’s career started at the age of
19 with her invention of the SOCCKET,
an energy-generating soccer ball. At the
age of 22, she founded Uncharted Power
as a power solutions company before
expanding to integrated infrastructure
solutions.

Matthews’s success in entrepreneurship
led to a White House invitation from
President Barack Obama to represent
small companies for the signing of the
America Invents Act in 2012. In 2016, she
raised what was at the time the largest
Series A round ever raised by a Black
female founder in history, and was
selected to ring the NASDAQ opening
ceremony bell, representing all Forbes
30 Under 30 alumnae/i.

Matthews’s research and career center
around the intersection of disruptive
technology, renewable energy, human
behavior, and the psychology of self-
actualization. A dual citizen of Nigeria
and the United States, Matthews has a
degree in psychology and economics
from Harvard University, an MBA from

Harvard Business School, and is listed on
over 12 patents and patents pending. Her

Promising Women Entrepreneurs, Forbes 30
Under 30, Inc. magazine 30 Under 30, and
Harvard University Scientist of the Year.

C DRESS

The custom of wearing academic dress stems from the Middle Ages when scholars were also

clerics and wore the costumes of their monastic

orders. Significant parts of academic dress are

the gown, the hood, and the cap. Each has a particular significance and is worn in accordance
with standards established by the Academic Costume Code of the American Council on Education.

GOWNS

Gowns recommended for use in the colleges
and universities of this country have the following
characteristics. The gown for the bachelor’s
degree has pointed sleeves, and is designed
to be worn closed. The gown for the master’s
degree hasanoblongsleeve, open atthe wrist.
The sleeve base hangs down in the traditional
manner. The rear part of its oblong shape is
square cut, and the front part has an arc cut
away. The gown is supplied with fasteners so
that it may be worn open or closed. The gown
forthedoctor’s degree has bell-shaped sleeves.
It is supplied with fasteners so that it may be
worn open or closed.

Material. Cotton poplin or similar material for

the bachelor’sand master’s degrees, and rayon
or silk ribbed material for the doctor’s degree.

Color. Black isrecommended.

Trimmings. None for the bachelor’sor master’s
degrees. For the doctor’s degree, the gown
is faced down the front with black velvet and
three bars of black velvet are sewn across the
sleeves. These facings and crossbars may be
velvet of the color distinctive of the subject to
which the degree pertains.

Forallacademic purposes,including trimmings
of doctors’gowns, edging of hoods, and tassels
of caps, the colors associated with the different
subjects are as follows:

Academic Dress continues

CAPS

Capsrecommended forusein the colleges and
universities of this country have the following
characteristics.

Material. Cotton poplin, broadcloth, rayon, or
silk, to match gown, or, for the doctor’s degree
only, velvet.

Color. Black.

Form. Motarboards are generally recommended,
although soft square-topped capsare permissible
for women.

Tassel. A long tassel is fastened to the middle
point of the top of the cap. Black or the color
appropriate tothesubjectisworn, exceptthatthe
doctor’s cap may haveits tassel of gold thread.

HOODS

Hoods recommended foruseinthe collegesand
universities of this country have the following
characteristics. The length of the hood worn
for the bachelor’s degree is three feet, for the
master’sdegree, three and one-halffeet,and for
the doctor’s degree, four feet. The hood worn
forthe doctor’sdegree shall have panels at the
sides. Hoods are lined with the official color or
colors of the college or university conferring
the degree; more than one color is shown by
division of the field color in a variety of ways,
suchaschevronorchevrons, equal division, etc.
Material. The same as that of the gown in all
cases.

PERMISSIBLE

1. Membersofthe governingbody ofacollege
oruniversity are entitled to wear doctor’s gowns
(with black velvet), buttheirhoods may be only
those of degrees actually held by the wearers
or those especially prescribed for them by the
institution.

2. In some colleges and universities, it is
customary for the president, chancellor, or
chief officer to wear a costume similar to that
used by the head of a foreign university. This
practice should be strictly limited.

3. The chief marshal may wear a specially
designed costume approved by his or her
institution.

4. ltiscustomaryinmanylargeinstitutionsfor

Color. Black in all cases.

Trimmings. The bindingoredging ofthe hood is
velvet orvelveteen,twoinches,threeinches,and
fiveinchesinwidth forthe bachelor’s, master’s,
and doctor’sdegrees, respectively; while the color
should beindicative of the subjectto which the
degree pertains. Forexample, the trimming for
the degree of Master of Science in Agriculture
should be maize, representing agriculture,
ratherthan goldenyellow, representingscience.
No academic hood should ever have its border
divided to represent morethanasingle degree.

EXCEPTIONS

thehoodtobedispensed with by those receiving
bachelor’s degrees.

5. Persons who hold degrees from foreign
universities may wear the entire appropriate
academic costume, including cap, gown, and
hood.

6. Members of religious orders and similar
societies may suitably wear their customary
habits. The same principle applies to persons
wearing military uniformsor clad in special attire
required by a civil office.

7. Itisrecommended thatcollegiateinstitutions
that award degrees, diplomas, or certificates
belowthe baccalaureate level use capsand gowns
ofalightcolor,e.g.lightblueforteacher-training
and light gray for other types of institutions.

LAND ACKNOWLEDGMENT

We acknowledge that Vassar stands upon the homelands of
the Munsee Lenape, Indigenous peoples who have an enduring
connection to this place despite being forcibly displaced by
European colonization. Munsee Lenape peoples continue today as
the Stockbridge-Munsee Community in Wisconsin, the Delaware
Tribe and the Delaware Nation in Oklahoma, and the Munsee-
Delaware Nation in Ontario. This acknowledgment, however,
is insufficient without our reckoning with the reality that every
member of the Vassar community since 1861 has benefited from
these Native peoples’ displacement, and it is hollow without our
efforts to counter the effects of structures that have long enabled—
and that still perpetuate—injustice against Indigenous Americans. To
that end, we commit to build and sustain relationships with Native
communities; to expand opportunities at Vassar for Native students,
as well as Native faculty and other employees; and to collaborate
with Native nations to know better the Indigenous peoples, past
and present, who care for this land.
